Kursen innehaller tre delkurser, varav delkurs 1 och tva ar obligatoriska. Studenten

Delkurser

1. Examensarbete, 15 hogskolepoing

Kursen inleds med en genomgang av den litteraturvetenskapliga
forskningsprocessen, inbegripet amnesval, problemstallning, metod- eller
teorianknytning, litteratursdkning, disposition och sjélva skrivarhantverket.
Studenten genomfér sedan en sjalvstandig litteraturvetenskaplig studie inom
ett val avgransat problemomrade med direkt anknytning till det engelsksprakig
litteratur. Studien presenteras i form av en sjalvstandigt forfattad uppsats om
c:a 20-25 sidor (5000-6000 ord). Dessutom innehaller kursen 6vning i att
muntligen presentera och forsvara egna resultat och argument saval som
analyser av andras arbeten.

2. Litteratur och teori, 7,5 hogskolepoang



Delkursen innehaller ett urval samtida litterara texter fran den engelsksprakiga
varlden som studeras med utgangspunkt i ett antal moderna och postmoderna
kultur- och litteraturvetenskapliga teoribildningar sasom liberal humanism,
strukturalism, poststrukturalism, dekonstruktion, postmodernism,
feminism/genusteori, marxism, psykoanalys och ekokritik.

3. Irlandsk litteratur och postkolonialism, 7,5 hogskolepoidng
Kursen innehaller ett studium av ett urval litterara och kulturella irlandska texter
fran 1500-talet fram till 1940. De litterara verken studeras mot bakgrunden av
den historiska och kulturella kontexten, med utgangspunkt i postkoloniala teori-
och kritikskolor.

4. Oversittningens teori och praktik, 7,5 hogskolepoing

Kursen innehaller en éversikt av modern dversattningsteori och praktik.
Stilistisk medvetenhet uppdvas genom praktisk éversattning av olika sprakliga
register mellan engelskan och svenskan. Sprak- och litteraturvetenskap
integreras genom att sprakliga aspekter av litterara texter (poesi och prosa)
studeras och analyseras med hansyn till de litterara verkens centrala teman
och de olika tolkningsmdjligheterna. Pa sa vis ger kursen 6vning i bade spraklig
och litterar forstaelse i samband med 6versattning av litterara texter.

Examinationsformer

Kursen examineras genom seminarieverksamheten, skriftliga inlamningsuppgifter, det
sjalvstandiga skriftliga arbetet. Férmagan att ge och ta konstruktiv kritik under kursens
gang vags in i den slutliga bedémningen.

Arbetsformer

Undervisningen sker i form av férelasningar, seminarier, inlamningsuppgifter, "peer
reviews” och individuell handledning. Examensarbetet forsvaras och diskuteras
slutligen pa ett ventilationsseminarium. All undervisning sker pa engelska.

The Theory and Practice of General and Literary Translations, 7.5 Higher
Education Credits

Course Content

The course consists of three modules. Modules 1 and 2 are obligatory. Either module
3a or 3b is studied.

Modules

1. Degree Thesis, 15 Higher Education Credits

The course starts with a study of the literary research process, including the
choice of topic, research question, methodology or theoretical approach,
search for secondary sources, outline and the actual craft of academic writing.
The student then carries out an independent literary study of a well-defined and
limited problem area which is directly connected to English literature in English.
The study is presented in the form of an independently written essay of about
20-25 pages (5,000-6,000 words). The course also consists of practice in the
oral presentation and defence of the student’s own results and arguments, as
well as of analyses of other students’ work.



2. Literature and Theory, 7.5 Higher Education Credits

The course consists of a selection of contemporary literary works from the
English-speaking world, which are studied from the perspective of number of
modern and postmodern cultural and theoretical schools of thought, such as
liberal humanism, structuralism, poststructuralism, deconstruction,
postmodernism, feminism/gender theory, Marxism, psychoanalysis and
ecocriticism.

3. lIrish Literature and Postcolonialism, 7.5 Higher Education Credits
The course consists of the study of a selection of Irish literary and cultural texts
from the 16th century to the 1940s. The texts will be read from the viewpoint of
the historical and cultural context of their occurrence, and different
post-colonial terms and theories will be used whenever they prove relevant to
the interpretation of the literary texts.

4. The Theory and Practice of General and Literary Translations, 7.5 Higher
Education Credits
The module involves the study of translation theory and practice. Stylistic
awareness will be practiced through the translation of texts in different
registers between English and Swedish. The study of literature and linguistics
is integrated through studying and analysing linguistic aspects of literary texts
(both poetry and prose) and relating it to the central theme of the text and the
different interpretive possibilities. In this way the course practices both
linguistic and literary skills in the analysis of literary texts.

Assessment

The course is examined through seminar participation, written assignments, written
exams and the independently written thesis. The student’s ability to give and take
constructive criticism during the work-in-progress will also be evaluated.

Forms of Study

The forms of study are lectures, seminars, assignments, self-study,
peer reviews and individual supervision. The thesis is finally defended and discussed at
a thesis defence seminar. All teaching is conducted in English.
