Innehall

Tankar inom traditionell kinesisk filosofi har fortfarande stort inflytande pa det moderna
Kina. Kursen innehdller en serie seminarier om de traditionella kinesiska filosofer som
haft starkast inflytande som Lao-tze, Konfucius, Mencius, Zhuang-zi. Sarskilt studeras
filosofer fran den perioden som foéregick Qin, ocksa kand som "tédnkandets hundra
skolor”. Studenten inférskaffar kunskaper om olika skolor inom traditionell kinesisk
filosofi och den sociala och historiska bakgrunden till dessa.

e describe the major aspects of Chinese traditional philosophy: metaphysics,
politics, legal theory, philosophy of life

e summarise various schools of thought in ancient Chinese philosophy, such as
Confucianism, Taoism, Buddhism, Logicism, Legalism, etc.

e read and demonstrate an understanding of basic Classical Chinese

e problematise their own thinking in relation to traditional Chinese philosophy.

Course Content

Traditional Chinese philosophical thought is still having a huge impact on modern China.
This course contains a series of seminars about the most influential ancient Chinese
philosophers, such as Lao-tzu, Confucius, Mencius, Zhuang-zi, etc. Philosophers in
pre-Qin period, also known as the ‘hundred schools of thought’, will be studied
especially. Students will gain knowledge of different schools of traditional Chinese
philosophy and their corresponding social and historical background.

Assessment

This course uses continuous assessment of students’ oral and written performance.
There are oral reports and also a final paper.

Forms of Study

Both Chinese and English are used as the languages of tuition. Teaching is done in the
form of seminars.
