Course Content

The course consists of a study of a selection of African literature, written in, or
translated, into English, from a cultural and historical perspective. The texts will be read
from the viewpoint of the historical, aesthetic, cultural and political concerns that have
motivated African authors. The students will also analyse the ideological underpinnings
of these texts and evaluates their relevance in understanding modern Africa society .
Themes that will be explored are the oral roots of modern African literature ; transitions
from oral to written literature; older traditions of written African literature; African identity
construction; colonialism and resistance; independence and post-independence.

Assessment
The students are assessed through seminar activities and written assignments.

In order to facilitate the response and development of the students’
analytic skills, the different theories studied, such as post colonialism, new historicism,
deconstruction, will be applied to a limited range of texts through short hand-in
assignments.
