Innehall

Kursen behandlar orsakerna till och effekterna av internationell handel inom ramen for
olika utrikeshandelsteorier. Specifikt kommer begrepp som komparativa fordelar att
introduceras och forklaras. Olika typer av handelshinder som tullar, importkvoter och
andra protektionistiska atgarder och dess effekter diskuteras och analyseras.

Learning Outcomes

This course presents basic economic theories on international trade and international
finance. The purpose is that after completion of the course the student will:

- Understand the cause and effects of international trade and economic integration

- Understand the cause and effects of implementing different types of barriers to
international trade

- Understand the functions of the exchange market, the link between interest rates and
exchange rates and the link between prices and exchange rates

- Follow the general debate on different aspects of international economics

- Have a rudimentary knowledge of economic theory for further development through
higher level courses for a degree majoring in economics.

The student will acquire knowledge of:

- What determines a country’s comparative advantages

- The welfare effects of different types of trade barriers

- Terms such as ; free trade areas, custom unions, balance of payments, current
account, etc.

- Company alternatives regarding the management of exchange risk exposure.

- How exchange rate fluctuations affect trade flows

- The different types of exchange rate systems

Course Content

This course discusses and examines the causes of and the effects on international
trade within the framework of different theories on the topic. Specifically, the concept of
comparative advantages will be introduced and explained. Different types of trade
barriers such as tariffs and quotas and their effects are discussed and analysed. The
concept of international interest rate dependence and the role of the central bank are
explained. The basic aspects of conducting economic policy in an open economy is
