Delkurser

1. Introduktion, 5 hégskolepodng
Efter avslutad kurs ska den studerande kunna:

e redogolra i stora drag for utvecklingen inom den ryska litteraturen och
kulturen fran mitten av 1980-talet fram till idag

o diskutera postmodernistiska riktningar i Ryssland och resonera kring
dem

o forklara de politiska och ideologiska faktorer som kan ha paverkan pa
den samtida ryska kulturens utveckling.

2. Litterar text, 5 hogskolepoing
Efter avslutad kurs ska den studerande kunna:

o kritiskt analysera innehallet i de valda samtida ryska texter (prosa, poesi
och esséaer)

o tolka de valda litterara ryska texterna muntligt och skriftligt ur samhallig
kontext

e redogora for sprakdebatten under de senaste tva decennierna

o diskutera upplasningar av lattare ryska litterara texter.

Delkurser

1. Introduktion, 5 hogskolepoing
Kursen fokuserar péa transformationen av den ryska litteraturen och kulturen
fran och med 1980-talet fram till idag. Overgangen fran det sensovjetiska till det
postsovjetiska samhallet kommer att diskuteras genom analys av valda
litterara och visuella verk. Den studerande lar sig om enskilda férfattare och
konstnarer genom studier av ett urval representativa verk i dversattning och
litteraturvetenskapliga artiklar. Sarskild uppmarksamhet dgnas at
intermedialitet, dvs samspel mellan litteratur och andra media, som t ex musik
och film.

2. Litterar text, 5 hogskolepoing

Under kursens gang lases ett urval av texter av de forfattare som behandlas i
Delkurs 1 samt ett urval av poesi. Texterna studeras intensivt och
kommenteras ur sprakligt och litterart perspektiv, samt relateras till den ryska
samtida kulturen. Sarskild uppmarksamhet ges ordférrad och morfologisk
analys. Stilistiska fragor kring muntlig/skriftlig norm, det normativa och det
ickenormativa kommenteras i samband med Iasningen. Horforstaelsen tranas i
samband med dramatiserade upplasningar.

Examination sker kontinuerligt genom obligatoriska skriftliga inlamningsuppgifter samt
muntlig bedémning under online-seminarier.

Learning Outcomes
The course consists of two sub-courses.

Modules

1. Introduction, 5 Higher Education Credits
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

¢ account for the development of Russian culture and literature from the
middle of the 1980°s until today

o discuss specific features of postmodernism in Russia

e explain political and ideological influences which may have had an
impact on the development of contemporary Russian culture.

2. Discursive Text, 5 Higher Education Credits
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

e analyse critically the content of the chosen contemporary texts (prose,
poetry and essays)

e interpet, orally and in written form, the chosen literary texts from a
social context

o discuss the language debates which have occured during the last 20
years

e discuss oraly recordings of the adapted Russian literary texts.

Course Content

*) 1 Credit=1 ECTS



Modules

1. Introduction, 5 Higher Education Credits

The course focuses on the Russian culture transformation from the middle of
the 1980's until today. Transition from late Soviet to Post-Soviet society and its
cultures will be discussed through analysis of selected literary texts and visual
works of art. Students will acquire knowledge of individual writers and artists,
and read both significant works in translation as well as articles on the subject.
Particular attention will be paid to interaction between literature and other
media, for example music and film.

2. Discursive Text, 5 Higher Education Credits
During the course, students read the chosen texts by the authors presented in
Module 1, as well as various chosen texts from contemporary Russian poetry.
The texts will be discussed/studied intensively and commented upon, from
both a literary and linguistic perspective. They will also be analysed in terms of
their relation to contemporary Russian culture. Special attention will be given to
vocabulary and morphological analysis. Stylistics questions about oral and
written forms, normative and not normative, will be discussed together with the
reading of the texts. Oral comprehension will be practised in the context of
reading tasks.

Assessment

Assessment is made continously, oral assessment during online seminars and written
assessment by way of obligatory written assignments.

Forms of Study

The teaching is conducted in Swedish and/or English in Module 1. Russian is used as
the language of instruction in Module 2, with Swedish and/or English as support
language. The course is conducted through obligatory online seminars.
