Course Content

This course comprises an introduction to Russian society with a focus on the
post-Soviet period. During the course, representative political, economic and social
phenomena are studied from a contemporary historical perspective. The course also
consists of an overview of Russian media and political structures.

Assessment

Students are assessed on the basis of seminar participation, written assignments and
a final paper.

Forms of Study

Instruction takes place in the form of obligatory seminars. Swedish and/or English is
used as the language of instruction.
