Studenten genomfér sedan en sjalvstandig
litteraturvetenskaplig studie inom ett avgransat problemomrade med direkt anknytning

till det engelsksprakig litteratur. Studien presenteras i form av en sjalvstandigt forfattad
uppsats om c:a 25-30 sidor (7500-9000 ord). Dessutom innehaller kursen évning i att
muntligen presentera och forsvara egna resultat och argument saval som analyser av
andras arbeten.

Examinationsformer
Kursen examineras i huvudsak genom det sjalvstandiga skriftliga arbetet, men aven

formagan att ge och ta konstruktiv kritik under kursens gang vags in i den slutliga
bedémningen.

« demonstrate the ability to integrate knowledge and to analyse, evaluate and deal
with complex phenomena and questions

« show the ability and skills needed to develop a research question and then
independently search for, collect, evaluate and critically interpret and analyse
relevant information

e conduct an independent literary study of scholarly value, characterized by a
clear connection to current research, a competent application of method and
theory as well as by a strong argumentative drive based on advanced literary
analyses within a limited frame of time

e orally and in writing present and argue for his or her own results as well for the
knowledge and argumentation which form the basis for the conclusions,
showing a high level of communicative competence

e analyse and discuss the scholarly work of others by pointing out strengths as
well as weaknesses in the form of constructive response.

Course Content

The course starts with a study of the literary research process, including the choice of
topic, research question, methodology and theoretical approach, literature searches,
outline and the actual craft of academic writing. The student then carries out an
independent literary study of a well-defined problem area directly connected to English
literature in English. The study is presented in the form of an independently written
essay of about 25-30 sidor (7500-9000 words). The course also consists of practice in

the oral presentation and defence of the student’s own results and arguments, as well
as of analyses of other students’ work.

Assessment
The course is mainly examined through the independently written thesis, but the

student’s ability to give and take constructive criticism during the work -in-progress is
also considered in the final assessment.

Forms of Study
The course is taught in the form of seminars, peer reviews and individual supervision.

The thesis is finally defended and discussed at a thesis defence seminar. All teaching
is conducted in English.
