Innehall

Kursen innehaller fordjupade studier i ett antal representativa samtida skonlitterara verk
fran det portugisisksprakiga Afrika, Portugal och Brasilien. Litteraturen kontextualiseras i
sitt specifika sociokulturella, politiska och historiska sammanhang och analyseras
framst med avseende pa problemstaliningar kopplade till postkolonialitet, genus och
transkulturella identitetsformeringar. Genom kursens teoretiska texter férdjupas studiet
av centrala postkoloniala begrepp och transkulturella teman, sadsom t.ex.
lusotropicalismo, hybriditet, kulturell dversattning och migration och vi studerar dessas
relevans for den kulturella forstaelsen av de portugisisksprakiga samhallena av idag.

Learning Outcomes
Upon completion of the course students will be able to:

e account for key ideas in postcolonial and gender theoretical concepts and
discuss them in relation to transcultural issues in Portuguese-speaking
post-colonial societies

o analyze and interpret literary works based on the specific critical concepts and
theories addressed in the course, and furthermore critically examine their
content in a historical socio-political and cultural context

e in writing and orally communicate their own, and others’ , literary interpretations
with very good mastery of the Portuguese language

e independently search for, collect and make use of relevant sources, and refer to
them in an academically correct manner.

Course Content

The course includes in-depth studies of a number of representative contemporary
literary works from Portuguese-speaking Africa, Portugal and Brazil. The works are
con-textualized in their specific socio-cultural, political and historical context and
analyzed primarily with respect to issues related to postcoloniality, gender and
transcultural identities. Through the theoretical texts we deepen the understanding of
some central post-colonial and transcultural themes, such as Lusotropicalism,
Hybridity, Cultural translation and Migration. We will study their relevance to the cultural
understanding of the Portuguese-speaking communities of today.

Assessment

Assessment is based on written assignments, oral presentations of written material
and active participation in seminar discussions.
